Brosler Youth Leadership Award 2016

This award was established in honor and in memory of Bill and Clara Brosler. They shared many good
times and fond memories with the youth of Fort Wayne.

Through their generosity and concern for the future, the Jewish Federation of Fort Wayne has a secure
future and the ability to maintain and develop new programs.

The Brosler Youth Leadership Award was established to honor the achievements of Fort Wayne Jewish
youth demonstrating leadership in their activities at their respective congregation and recognizes their
successful balancing of Jewish leadership, academics, and activities in the community. Five Hundred
dollars is awarded each year, shared between two candidates. Should the committee select three or four
candidates, the award is divided equally among them. The award is to be used by the selected youth for
Jewish Youth group conference fees, camp tuition, Israel trip expenses, Jewish training or Jewish
educational opportunities, including books.

The Youth Committee has changed the selection procedure for this award to a self-nomination process.
The final selection will be by members of the Youth Committee. Each year’s recipients will receive a plaque
and certificate. A plaque bearing their names is displayed in the Federation office.

Nominees must be residents of the Jewish Federation of Fort Wayne service area and attend a
secular high school program.

The nominees must be Jewish youths enrolled and participating in their congregation’s upper level
religious school program.

Nominees must demonstrate outstanding leadership skills in their respective youth group.

The nominees must demonstrate outstanding leadership in their secular school program through
participation in school sponsored activities, academic or athletic teams, or clubs.

Nominees for this award must be in grades 9-11.

The candidate’s parents must be members of the Jewish Federation of Fort Wayne, as defined by a
gift to the most recent Campaign.

The recipients of this award will be required to make a presentation to the Federation Board detailing
their use of the award.

The self-nominations are due by May 16, 2016 bef ore 4:00 PM.

This is a great award to honor the accomplishments of our community youth that have demonstrated
leadership and met the criteria of the award.

Winners will be notified by mail and the award will be presented at the Federation’s Annual Meeting. If you
have any questions, please contact Jaki Schreier at the Federation office.
